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Shell Brasil Anuncia mudanca na Presidéncia

Jodo Santos Rosa assumira a posicdo em 1° de agosto de 2026

Rio de Janeiro — A Shell Brasil informa que Cristiano Pinto da Costa decidiu deixar a companhia e
seguir novos rumos apos uma carreira de quase 30 anos, quatro deles na presidéncia da Shell
Brasil. Sob sua lideranga, a Shell teve um aumento de produgao de aproximadamente 25% no
pais, superando a marca dos 500 mil barris diarios em marco de 2026. Cristianotambém liderou
o trabalho que culminou na decisao final de investimento do projeto Orca, com primeiro 6leo
previsto para 2029. Neste periodo, a companhia também saltou de aproximadamente 30 para
mais de 70 contratos de exploragao e producao no Brasil, incluindo as entradas em Sul de Santos
e Pelotas.

Cristiano também esteve a frente de um aumento significativo no portfélio de pesquisa e
desenvolvimento da Shell Brasil, que atualmente investe cerca de USD 120 milhdées por ano em
P&D através da clausula de pesquisa regulamentada pela ANP. Na sua gestdo a companhia
triplicou investimentos na area social e patrocinios, tornando-se uma das maiores investidoras
em esporte, educacao e cultura através das leis federais de incentivo.

O atual presidente da Shell na Italia, Jodo Santos Rosa, deixara o cargo na Europa e assumira a
Shell Brasilem 1° de agosto, acumulando tanto a presidéncia quanto o cargo de Vice-presidente
Executivo para o Brasil na linha global de Upstream. Nascido em Portugal, Jodo tem mais de 20
anos de experiéncia no setor de energia. Ele ingressou na Shell em 2002, e ja ocupou posigbes
no Reino Unido, Austrdlia, Holanda e Estados Unidos; com atuacao nas areas de Upstream,
Trading, Estratégia, Marketing, e Desenvolvimento de Novos Negdcios.

Cristiano e Joao ja iniciaram formalmente um processo de transicao, a ser concluido em 1° de
agosto. Até |4, as atribuicbes e responsabilidades do cargo permanecem integralmente com
Cristiano Pinto da Costa.

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Shell Brasil Announces Change in Presidency
Jodo Santos Rosa will assume the role on August 1, 2026

Rio de Janeiro — Shell Brasil announces that Cristiano Pinto da Costa has decided to leave the
company and pursue new opportunities after a career of nearly 30 years, four of which as
President of Shell Brasil. Under his leadership, Shell increased its production in the country by
approximately 25%, surpassing the milestone of 500 thousand barrels per day in March 2026.
Cristiano also led the work that culminated in the final investment decision for the Orca project,
with first oil expected in 2029. During this period, the company also expanded its portfolio from
approximately 30 to more than 70 exploration and production contracts in Brazil, including new
positions in Sul de Santos and Pelotas.

Cristiano also oversaw a significant expansion of Shell Brasil’s research and development
portfolio, which currently invests around USD 120 million per year in R&D through the regulatory
research clause established by the ANP. During his tenure, the company also tripled its
investments in social initiatives and sponsorships, becoming one of the largest investors in
sports, education, and culture through federal incentive laws.

The current Shell President in Italy, Jodo Santos Rosa, will step down from his role in Europe and
assume the leadership of Shell Brasil on August 1, combining both the presidency and the role of
Executive Vice President for Brazil within the global Upstream organization. Born in Portugal, Jodo
has more than 20 years of experience in the energy sector. He joined Shell in 2002 and has held
positions in the United Kingdom, Australia, the Netherlands, and the United States, working
across Upstream, Trading, Strategy, Marketing, and New Business Development.

Cristiano and Jodo have already formally begun a transition process to be completed on August
1. Until then, the responsibilities and duties of the role will remain fully with Cristiano Pinto da
Costa.
